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 At around 1 pm, the Warfield VFD was called out for an accident on Route 

2032.  Two semis were going towards Route 40, when the driver of the first truck 

said another semi going in the opposite direction was in his lane coming around a 

curve.  He swerved to the hillside as much as possible and hit his brakes.  A coal 

truck behind him hit the rear of the flatbed trailer being pulled by the first truck.  

There were no injuries as a result of the accident.  Tire marks were visible to 

indicate the driver was telling the truth.  The trucks drove away, and the road was 

opened in less about half an hour.  On the scene were the Warfield VFD, and the 

Martin County SheriffΩs Department.
