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MARTIN COUNTY ς Many of you are probably wondering why the repairs on 

Route 1714 will take so long.  While most news agencies have shown the public 

photos of the lights set up, only TMW will show you detailed photos of the road.  

The problem is more than just the road breaking off at the edge.  The entire 

hillside is sliding down, and has already pulled a porch from the home on the hill.  

The home will probably be next.  Due to the entire hillside sliding, this caused a 

section of the road to break off.  The state highway department has already made 

minor repairs to keep one lane open, and is working daily to fix the main problem.  

This will take some time, and cost money.  As you look at the photos, you can see 

just how bad the problem really is.  Those who travel in the area should make 

sure you have extra time.  The lights are set up at the 9 mile marker, just under 

two miles from Route 292.   
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
